“But John tried to prevent Him, saying, “I have need to be bap-
tized by you, and do you come to me?” But Jesus answering
said to him, “Permit it at this time; for in this way it is fitting for
us to fulfill all righteousness.” Then he permitted Him. After
being baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water; and
behold, the heavens were opened, and he saw the Spirit of God
descending as a dove and lighting on Him...” (Mathew 3: 15-
16)

This quotation of the baptism of the Lord brings us to the very
important discussion: Does Jesus need baptism? Before we
answer this question let us visit the Catechism! “According to
the Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC), water baptism is
the first sacrament and gives access to the other required sacra-
ments. It is also the act that forgives sins, grants spiritual re-
birth, and makes one a member of the church (CCC, 1213).
Hence, ultimately baptism erases the original sin which every
human being directly inherited from Adam and Eve. Therefore,
we can ask "How does Jesus, the Second Person of the Most
Holy Trinity fit into this scenario of baptism and the original
sin?”

So, back to the earlier dialogue between Jesus and John the
Baptist, where John, insisted that he, John, was the one that
needed baptism, but Jesus replied that he should allow this for
now. My dear people of God, Jesus does not need baptism be-
cause He is God, and as God He is free from any stain of sins;
original or committed. The baptism that Jesus allowed John the
Baptist to administer on Him is for you and for me. It is to ful-
fill what Jesus Himself says, that unless one is born of the water
and the Holy Spirit that person will never enter the kingdom of
God. It is baptism, therefore, that qualifies us to be Christians
and without Baptism as the Catechism teaches, no other six
sacraments could take place.
